Attorney Brammell held the second reading of the ad valorem tax ordinance setting the rate
at 31.6 per $100 assessment for real property and 31.6 per $100 assessment for personal property
and 26.6 cents per $100 assessment for motor vehicles and watercrafts rates for the 2017/2018 tax
year. Motion made by Member Meadows and seconded by Member Armstrong to adopt the ad
valorem tax ordinance as read with the above tax rates. On a call of vote by Clerk Doane, all
members present voted “Yea”.

With no further business to be discussed, motion made by Member Armstrong and seconded by
Member Downey to adjourn. All members present voted “Yea”. Meeting adjourned at 6:37 p.m.
